Modiegi Tshiona is a beautiful 14 years old girl. She lives in a shake like most of the poor of the region, where the cold at this time of the year keeps them inside a dangerous non warmed shake.  
Family status: Modiegi is the second  and last daughter of her late mother and single parent, victim of HIV/AIDS. she is orphan since 1997. Modiegi lives now under the responsibility of her HIV/AIDS infected big sister who is already critical.Both are surviving on the very periodic and uncertain charity of the neighbours 
Grade: 7. big needs: food, school fees, medication for the big sister, safe home. 
Government foster grant: R. 530 ( US$75)

Koketso sekomela is 9 years old. He is orphan of his mother, the single parent since 1997 when he was only some month old. 
Government grant status: no foster grant. Koketse is fortunate to be HIV/AIDS negative. He lives with his great grandparents since is born. Great-grandparents are now 74 and 73. The young boy has only his old friends for support. 
When we asked mister William Sekomela about the future of koketse in case any thing happened suddenly to them, he kept quite. After some minutes he said," we don;t have problem getting him to stay in a centre for his better future"
If Koketse is fortunate to benefit from the both great-parents pensions grants, he still can not easily get his clothing, fees school because of limited fund.

Rachel: 17 years old.

Gov.grant: no foster grant, no child supported grant
Rachel survives by the grace of God and can not understand how they link the the first and last day of the month. She is doing well at school but hunger and lack of necessary provisions remains a huge crisis.

Philadelphia is aged 5 years old. she lost her mother in 2001 and her father in April 2005. she is infected with HIV/AIDS disease. Her uncle always brings her to the hospital for treatment, while striving to stitch shoes for living. Philadelphia lives with her two big sister and brother,namely Rachel ( 17 years) and Paul ( 19 years) together in a one bed shake with the uncle. 
school level: still at home
government grant status: child supported grant of R.190 ( US$27)per month. No foster grant. all of them survive on the grandmother pension grant
Needs: the family is urgently and desperatly in needs of food, clothing, school fees and other treatment.

Poshiya, sasa's sister, aged 23, single mother of an infected children, is the head of the family since she was 8 years, after the death of the mother. Until now, she still can not get help from the community for a job that could help support her child and her sister. Poshiya is ready for any job that could help her if this doe not impact on her own health for the good of her sister and her baby.

Sasa, aged 14 years old, in grade 9 is from a family of two  children. She is infected with HIV/AIDS since her birth. SASA with her  big sister Poshiya have been heading their family since 1998 at their mother's death until today. Her sister is 23, not infected, no work,no grant. She has a metric but can not find a job to support her sick-sister and her own HIV/AIDS infected baby. 
Government grant status: no foster grant, no child supported grant. 
Needs: foods, school fees, clothing and regular proper medication,
